12 The M light glows, the toast gets a short
burst of heat, then pops up.

13 Old (yesterday’s) bread has less moisture, so
makes crisper toast.

14 Old bread, thin slices, and sweet bread
products (tea cakes, fruit loaf, etc.) brown
faster — use a lower setting.
