Select your desired temperature: Press the on/off button once for 150°C,
twice for 170°C, three times for 190°C, four times for 210°C and five times for
230°C.

The temperature settings are indicated by the dots on the LCD screen.

One dot = 150°C, two dots = 170°C, three dots = 190°C, four dots = 210°C, five
dots = 230°C.
