3 SHAVING

3¢ Note: PR1230 shaver is for corded use only.

1 Connect the shaver to the adaptor and then to the mains.

2 Slide the power switch to turn on.

3 Stretch the skin with your free hand so the hairs stand upright.

4 Only apply light pressure on the shaving head while shaving (pressing too
hard can damage the heads and make them vulnerable to breakage).

5  Useshort, circular strokes.

6  Slide the trimmer button to release the detail trimmer.

7  Hold the trimmer at a right angle to your skin.

8  Place the trimmer at desired trim line for a quick, easy, professional trim.

. Place the inner cutter carrier back into position and lock into place
(Fig. E-F).

«  Align the spring hinge into the slot at the back of the hair pocket and press
into place. Snap the head assembly closed.

3 CLEANING TRIMMER

«  Lubricate the teeth of the trimmer every six months with a drop of sewing
machine oil.
