SAFETY CAUTIONS

1 The appliance, including its cord, must not be used, played with, cleaned or maintained
by persons under eight years old and should at all times be kept out of their reach.

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€ INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

1 Before use, ensure the hair is clean, dry and tangle-free.

2 For extra protection use a heat protection spray.

* Hair sprays contain flammable material - do not use while using the styler.

3 Section the hair prior to styling. Style the lower layers first.

4 Plugin the styler and slide switch to turn on.

5 Startstyling on lower temperatures first. Select appropriate temperature for you hair
type using the controls on the side of the straightener.

Recommended Temperatures:

Temperature Hair type
150°C-170°C Fine
170°C - 200°C Medium
200°C-230°C Thick

6 The on-indicator will flash whilst the styler is heating up and glow when styler is ready to
use —this will be about 15 seconds.

7 Working on one section at a time run the straightener through the entire length of the
hair, without stopping.

8 Repeat only twice per section to prevent damage to the hair.

9 When finished slide the switch down to turn off and unplug the appliance.

& CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Unplug the appliance and let it cool.
Wipe all surfaces with a damp cloth.
Don’t use harsh or abrasive cleaning agents or solvents.

® WIRING INSTRUCTIONS UK PLUGS ONLY

The product doesn’t need an earth.

It has a 13A BS1362 fuse in a 13A BS1363 plug.
To replace the plug, fit the blue wire to N,
and the brown wire to L. Fit the cord grip.

If in doubt, call an electrician.

Don't use a non-rewireable/moulded plug
unless the fuse cover is in place.

If you remove the plug, dispose of it.
