INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

1. Wash and condition your hair as normal.

2. Squeeze out excess moisture with a towel and comb through.

3. Hairsprays contain flammable material - do not use while using this product.

4. Plug the product into the mains power supply.

5. Switch your hairdryer on and select the desired speed setting (low & or high @&)
using the speed selector switch.

6. Select the desired heat setting (low §, medium §j or high ) using the heat selector
switch.

7. After use, turn the appliance off and unplug it.

TIPS

For fast drying use the high heat / high speed function.
To create smooth styles use the concentrator and the smoothing paddle brush.
For natural body use the concentrator and the round brush whilst drying.



+ Toenhance natural curls and waves, attached the diffuser to the dryer. Turn your
head upside down and gently place your hair into the diffuser bowl slightly rotating
the dryer as you style

+  To create extra volume at the roots of the hair, keep your head upright and place the
diffuser against the top of the head. Gently rotate the hairdryer allowing the diffuser
fingers to gently massage the scalp being careful not to burn the scalp. Dry gently on
amedium heat / low speed setting.

. Caution: Do not use the diffuser on the highest heat () setting.

+  Tosetyour style, press the cool shot button whilst styling.

STORAGE, CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Let the appliance cool down before cleaning and storing away

+ To maintain peak product performance and to prolong motor life, it is important to
regularly remove any dust and dirt from the inlet grille.

+ Toremove the rear grille for cleaning hold the dryer handle in one hand, then with
the other place your thumb on the indent on the top of the rear grille. Pull away and
down to remove the rear grille from the dryer.

+  Toreplace position the rear grille on the back of the dryer and click back in place.

OVERHEAT PROTECTION

In the event of overheating, the appliance may either stop unexpectedly or start to blow
cold air. Overheating is usually caused by a blocked grille/filter. If this happens,
immediately unplug the appliance and refer to STORAGE, CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE
to clean the grille/filter. If, after doing this overheating continues to happen, stop using
the appliance and contact Customer Service.
