BASIC HAIR CARE INSTRUCTIONS

For optimal results, shampoo and condition your hair prior to straightening,
then dry your hair thoroughly and make sure that it is tangle free.

Note: The Keratin & Argan Oil Nourish Straightening Brush is not suitable
for use on synthetic wigs or hair extensions.

WHAT IS ARGAN OIL?

Argan Qil is an organic hair treatment found in the nut of the Moroccan
Argan tree. It is known to nourish the hair from the inside out.

WHAT IS KERATIN?

Keratin is a naturally occurring protein found in your hair. Remington uses
biotechnological Keratin that has the same Keratin structure as human hair
proven to restore & repair your hair and enhance shine.

AUTOMATIC SAFETY SHUT OFF

If the straightening brush is not used for a period of 60 minutes
(temperature is constant) it will automatically shut off.

AUTOMATIC WORLDWIDE VOLTAGE

The Keratin & Argan Oil Nourish Straightening Brush features automatic

voltage adjustment for international use. Plug the unit into any domestic
power outlet and it will adjust automatically to the voltage being supplied.

Note: Some countries will require the use of a plug adaptor that is not
included with your straightening brush.



HOW TO USE YOUR REMINGTON® KERATIN & ARGAN OIL NOURISH
STRAIGHTENING BRUSH

1.

Carefully place the straightening brush on a flat, hard, heat resistant
surface ensuring the bristles of the straightening brush are facing
upwards.

Plug in to any household (120/240V AC) power outlet.

Press and hold the on/off button to turn the straightening brush

on. The temperature indicator dots will light up and flash while the
straightening brush is heating up to the temperature selected.

To select a higher temperature press the on/off button again, where
you can scroll through the 3 settings until you have reached your
desired temperature.

To return back to the lowest temperature, press the on/off button
repeatedly until all temperatures have been scrolled through, where
you will return back to the lowest setting.

The temperatures that can be selected are:

150°C: one temperature indicator dot will illuminate

190°C: two temperature indicator dots will illuminate

230°C: three temperature indicator dots will illuminate

The temperature indicator dots will stop flashing when the desired
temperature is reached.

After use, press and hold the on/off button for 2 seconds to turn off,
then unplug the appliance.



TO STRAIGHTEN YOUR HAIR

Ensure your hair is completely dry.

To make styling easier, part the hair either in the middle or to the side
and use clips to section your hair; top, sides and back.

You may need to comb through your hair before using the
straightening brush to ensure that it is tangle free.

Start at the nape of the neck and brush the underneath sections of
hair first. When the underneath sections of hair are complete, move to
the next layers, finishing with the hair around the part line.

Take about a 5¢cm section of hair and pull taut and down and away
from the scalp. Holding the straightening brush with the other hand,
start at the roots and slowly glide the straightening brush through the
hair, from root to tip. It is important to glide the straightening brush
slowly through the hair to ensure it has maximum contact with the
ceramic bristles.

Expert tip: brush from both the inner and outer sides of the hair for
complete contact and super straight results.

Repeat until the desired amount of straightening has been achieved.



MAINTENANCE

This appliance is designed for household use and is virtually maintenance
free. If cleaning becomes necessary, disconnect the unit from the power
outlet, allow it to cool, and then wipe the exterior surface and the bristles
with a soft damp cloth. Do not immerse the unit in any liquid. Do not use an
abrasive cleaning fluid or material to clean the ceramic coated bristles as
this will scratch the surface.

STORAGE

When not in use, always unplug the straightening brush from the power
outlet. Allow the straightening brush to cool and store out of the reach

of children in a safe dry place. Never wrap the power cord around the
straightening brush since this will cause the cord to wear prematurely and
break. Handle the cord carefully for long life and avoid jerking, twisting or
straining especially at the plug connections. If the cord becomes twisted in
use, periodically straighten it.

WARNING: Do not use this appliance near bathtubs, showers, basins
or other vessels containing water.

As with all electrical appliances, the power cord must be regularly checked
for wear and tear. Inmediately cease using this product if the power cord
shows any signs of damage.
