& AFTER USE

37 Set the steam control to .

38 Unplug the appliance.

39 Open the cover.

40 Hold it over a sink, turn it upside down, and drain the water from the reservoir, via
the water inlet.

44 When it's cold, wipe off any moisture, and wind the cable round the heel.
