17 Press and hold the START button till all 4 bars appear and flash twice, then let go.

18 Every week, one bar will disappear.

19 When all 4 bars disappear, a flashing arrow will appear at the top of the display. This
means it's time to replace the filter cartridge.

20 When the display gets down to one bar, it's a good idea to check that you've got
another filter cartridge available. If you haven't, it's time to buy some.

39 This will shorten the life of the element. A boil-dry cut-out will switch the kettle off.
40 You must then remove the kettle from its stand to reset the cut-out.

41 Sit the kettle on the work surface till it's cold.

42 Unplug the stand, and let the kettle cool before cleaning.
43 Wipe all surfaces with a clean damp cloth.

& THE FUNNEL

44 Open the lid.

45 Put your thumbs inside the funnel.

46 Gently press one thumb against either side of the funnel, and lift it out of the kettle.

&5 DISPOSAL

47 Sadly, nothing lasts forever, and the day will come when your appliance comes to
the end of its natural life.

48 The appliance contains a battery, which must be removed from the appliance, and
recycled, or disposed of in an environmentally friendly way.

49 Put the end of a screwdriver in the notch above the Memo, and prise it out of the lid.

50 Your local authority will have arrangements for recycling or disposing of the BRITA®
Memo.
